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Pernikahan dini merupakan permasalahan sosial yang masih terjadi di Kota
Blitar dan berdampak pada berbagai aspek kehidupan remaja, seperti kesehatan,
pendidikan, serta ekonomi. Pemerintah melalui Badan Kependudukan dan
Keluarga Berencana Nasional (BKKBN) merancang program Generasi Berencana
(GenRe) untuk menekan angka pernikahan dini dengan melibatkan peran aktif Duta
Generasi Berencana (GenRe) sebagai agen perubahan di kalangan remaja.
Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui peran Duta Berencana (GenRe) Kota
Blitar dalam mencegah pernikahan dini serta menganalisis fungsinya berdasarkan
teori fungsional Robert K. Merton.

Penelitian ini menggunakan metode penelitian deskriptif kualitatif. Teknik
pengumpulan data dilakukan melalui observasi, wawancara, dan dokumentasi.
Informan dalam penelitian ini terdiri dari Duta GenRe Kota Blitar, Ketua dan
Pembina Forum GenRe Kota Blitar, dan peserta kegiatan sosialisasi. Uji keabsahan
data dilakukan dengan teknik triangulasi sumber dan metode, sedangkan teknik
analisis data menggunakan teori Miles, Huberman, dan Saldana.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa Duta Generasi Berencana (GenRe)
Kota Blitar berperan sebagai public relation, role model, konselor sebaya, dan
motivator dalam pencegahan pernikahan dini. Temuan ini menunjukkan adanya
fungsi manifes yakni meningkatnya pengetahuan dan kesadaran remaja terhadap
risiko pernikahan dini. Sementara itu, fungsi laten seperti menumbuhkan rasa ingin
tahu dan minat belajar secara mandiri pada peserta dan pada anggota Duta GenRe
seperti tumbuhnya kepercayaan diri, keterampilan public speaking, peningkatan
dalam hal pembawaan diri (grooming atau beauty class), serta memperluas relasi
dan jaringan pertemanan antaranggota GenRe.

Early marriage is a social problem that still occurs in Blitar City and has
an impact on various aspects of adolescent life, such as health, education, and the
economy. The government through the National Population and Family Planning
Agency (BKKBN) designed the Generation Planning (GenRe) program to reduce
the rate of early marriage by involving the active role of Generation Planning
Ambassadors (GenRe) as agents of change among adolescents. This study aims to
find out the role of Blitar City Planning Ambassadors (GenRe) in preventing early
marriage and analyze its function based on Robert K. Merton's functional theory.

This study uses a qualitative descriptive research method. Data collection
techniques are carried out through observation, interviews, and documentation.
The informants in this study consisted of Blitar City GenRe Ambassadors, the
Chairman and Trustees of the Blitar City GenRe Forum, and participants in
socialization activities. The validity test of the data was carried out by triangulation
of sources and methods, while the data analysis technique used the theory of Miles,
Huberman, and Saldana.

The results of the study show that the Blitar City Planning Generation
Ambassadors (GenRe) play the role of public relations, role models, peer
counselors, and motivators in preventing early marriage. These findings show that
there is a manifest function, namely increasing adolescents' knowledge and
awareness of the risks of early marriage. Meanwhile, latent functions such as
fostering curiosity and interest in learning independently in participants and GenRe
Ambassador members such as growing confidence, public speaking skills,
improvement in terms of self-conduct (grooming or beauty class), and expanding
relationships and friendship networks between GenRe members.
